
Digital bidirectional handheld transmitter (Sennheiser Spectera SKM 1G4) 

Digital bidirectional handheld transmitter for wireless transmission of digital audio and control 
data via a single antenna within a 6 or 8 MHz RF channel – matching the wireless system 
described in the system description. 

The handheld transmitter provides continuous interference monitoring for the RF channel 
without interrupting the audio signals. Interference or deterioration of connection quality is 
indicated via the proprietary software or the WebUI. In addition, permanent remote control 
and monitoring of audio settings, battery status, and RF channel quality parameters is possible 
via the software. 

The handheld transmitter is made of robust metal and features a single-line OLED display that 
can show selected information during operation. The capsule interface is compatible with 
various Sennheiser and Neumann capsules and can additionally be equipped with a push 
button for extended functionalities. 

The AD/DA converters of all connected mobile devices are synchronized via a shared 
word-clock signal. This also enables immersive on-air 3D audio recording and playback.
